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Study summary: 

Our current study aims at identifying the nature of the relationship between self-

effectiveness and self-organised learning strategies. In the first year of secondary 

school, the study also sought to reveal the level of self-effectiveness and self-

organised learning strategies, as well as to highlight differences in both self-

effectiveness and self-organised learning strategies depending on the pupil's 

academic specialization variable . 

In order to achieve the objectives of the study, the prescriptive curriculum was 

used. A sample of 120 pupils and pupils was selected, divided into 60 pupils and 

60 pupils. The measure of self-effectiveness was applied. Izzat Abd al-Hamid 

(1991) and Taqanat Walid Shuqi Shafiq al-Sayed (2009), where the study's 

findings were as follows : 

The level of subjective effectiveness of pupils of the first secondary year is an 

average level . 

First-year secondary pupils use self-organised learning strategies at an 

intermediate level . 

A statistically significant positive correlation exists between subjective 

effectiveness and self-organised learning strategies of first-year secondary pupils . 

There are statistically significant differences in the subjective effectiveness of 

first-year secondary students attributable to the specialization variable . 

There are statistically significant differences in self-organised learning strategies 

among pupils of the first secondary year attributable to the specialization variable.
